Dr. Mulcahy graduated from St. Aidan’s in 1992 and completed a 
bachelor’s degree in Microbiology in 1996 from University College 
Cork. She then received a fellowship to pursue her PhD in Medical 
Microbiology and Immunology at Creighton University in Ne-
braska. She has lived in Kansas since 2003 during which time she 
completed postdoctoral studies in HIV neuroinvasion at The Uni-
versity of Kansas Medical Center (KUMC), pursued a Masters of 
Public Health from KUMC and is currently an Associate Professor 
at Johnson County Community College (JCCC), the largest third 
level institution in the State of Kansas. At JCCC, Dr. Mulcahy 
teaches Cell and Molecular Biology, Biotechnology, Public Health, 
Cultural Competency, and other infectious disease topics to under-
graduate students and allied health professionals. Her current pub-
lic health interest focuses on refugee health, development of health 
educational programs for refugee women and providing education 
for refugees on chronic health diseases. Dr. Mulcahy was the first to 
receive the JCCC College Scholars Recipient in 2008, for her public 
health education programs with women refugees in the Kansas City 
metro area. She received the Burlington Northern Santa Fe Faculty 
Achievement Award in 2009. She was awarded a North Central 
Region Bio-Link National Fellowship in 2006  Recently she has been 
nominated for the US Professor of the Year for teaching and service 
to her community.
